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This is in continuation of this Centre’s Circulars of even No./1354, 1387&1428 dated
20.12.2021, 28.01.2022 & 06.04.2022 respectively on the subject cited above.
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Further, it is informed that the Committee constituted in this regard once again met to
deliberate the issue on incomplete and delayed claims received for reimbursement of cost of
COVID-19 Vaccine. After detailed deliberation following has been decided:
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Eligible CHSS beneficiaries (BARC serving/Retired employees) who have taken

1st/2rd dose of COVID-19 Vaccine from outside, on payment basis, till 30.06.2022
including the cases -
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who have availed Vaccine through “Voluntary Special Vaccination Drive”.
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who had not submitted their claim within stipulated period.

whose claims were rejected (reasons whatsoever)
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Such CHSS beneficiaries may submit their claims upto 29.07.2022 alongwith the
documents as mentioned in the Circular dated 20.12.2021.
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Eligible CHSS beneficiaries (BARC serving/Retired employees) who have taken
1st/20d dose of COVID-19 Vaccine from outside on payment basis, after
30.06.2022, may submit their claims within three (0 onths from the date of
vaccination.
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Serving BARC officials may apply for reimbursement of cost of COVID-19 Vaccine
only, through AAIIS as per Purchase and Claim procedure by uploading requisite
documents [Reference Circular dated 20.12.2021].
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Retired BARC employees/Family Pensioners etc. may submit their claims for
reimbursement of cost of COVID-19 Vaccing, as per Purchase and Claim procedure
alongwith the following documents directly to Asst. Accounts Officer {Medical
Section), Accounts Division, BARC:
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Certificate of COVID-19 vaccination - 1st/2rd dose issued by the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare, New Delhi on COWIN website and

(iii) %% THVZ/Cash receipt.
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The claims submitted after stipulated date will not be entertained in any condition.
However payment shall be reimbursed as per ceiling rates indicated in Circular dated
20.12.2021or as claimed, whichever is less.
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The matter regarding reimbursement of cost of 3rd /Booster/Precautionary dose of
COVID-19 Vaccine, reimbursement of cost of above Vaccine shall be considered after
confirmation received from the Department. However, it has been intimated that
3rd/Booster/Precautionary dose of COVID-19 Vaccine is available at BARC Hospital, at free of
cost, and CHSS beneficiaries may avail the same.
